Stanton Pre-School was founded as a playgroup in 1970, when it was then known as Stanton Parents
and Under Fives. Over the past forty years it has evolved into a thriving centre for Early Years
education for children from 2 to 5 years of age, with learning through play at the heart of its
constitution.

We work alongside parents and carers to ensure the welfare, learning and all-round development of
children with differing backgrounds and levels of ability, including those with special educational
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days, and plan sessions that are designed specifically to encourage their continuing development
and learning experience.

We have close links with all the local primary schools, and organise sessions where the pre-school
children can meet staff from their receiving schools. We also have links with Stanton nursery class as
we have a number of children who divide their time between the two settings and we collectively
meet once a week for a joint storytime. Doing these small things makes the transition from pre-
school to nursery or primary school much less daunting.
